networking	sites	per	day	and	those	who	report	spending	more	than	six	hours.	However,	the	study	found	a	positive	relationship	between	more	social	media	use	and	higher	levels	of	social	engagement	on	campus.	Students	who	were	spending	more	time	using	social	media	reported	a	stronger	bond	with	their	institution,	felt	better	about	their	social	life,
