Assistance programmes for the adjustment of trade (TAA) and assistance for the adjustment of alternative or re-use trade (ATAA/RTAA) help workers who have
become unemployed as a result of an increase in imports from, or move production to, foreign countries. The aim of the Trade Act programmes is to help workers affected by trade to return to an appropriate occupation as quickly as possible. TAA certified workers can access services that include income support, transfer allowances and research
allowances. TAA participants requiring training to obtain appropriate employment can receive vocational training if certain eligible. By requesting an amendment from the U.S. Department of Labour (DOL), TAA services may be extended to secondary workers of enterprises or suppliers to primary society, to company workers or to petitions that have
filed the TAA petition. In addition, ATAA/RTAA programs for older workers provide an alternative to the benefits offered under the regular TAA program. Participation in ATAA/RTAA enables older workers, for whom reform cannot be adequate, to accept lower wage reemployment and receive a wage subsidy. The Department of Occupation Security
serves as an agent of the DOL in the administration of the DOL Business Adjustment Assistance Programme. Q. What exact services are available to me under my petition? A. Changes to workers' performance and certification criteria may be different depending on which the TAA legislation covers the petition number: The numbered petitions of up to
49.999 are covered by the 1974 legislation; the petitions numbered from 50,000 to 69.999 and from 80.000 to 80.999 are covered according to the 2002 regulations; the petitions numbered from 70,000 to 79.999 are covered by the 2009 legislation; and the numbered petitions 81,000 and above are covered by the 2011 law. The Trade Act advisor
responsible for assisting you will explain the benefits and services available under your petition number. Q. How can I say if I am covered under TAA 2002, 2009, 2002 or 2011? A. You can tell which program you are covered by watching the petition number, which is usually displayed in your cards like TA-W-#,###. See the above question and
answer to determine which program the petition is certified below. Q. What are the main benefits changes between 2002, 2009, 2002 Reversion and 2011? A. For more information, please contact your local WorkSource Center to talk to a Trade Act
advisor. Q. Are manufacturing workers the only ones eligible for TAA? A. Depends on which amendment the petition has been certified. For petitions, 60,000 to 69.999 were registered or for certain petitions numbered from 80.000 to 80.999 (the 2002 and 2002 conversion programmes), only workers in the manufacturing sector are eligible. I'm a worker who already has part of a group of certified workers.
Can I get the benefits as provided by the 2009 TAA program instead of the benefits provided in the 2002 or 2011 programs? A. No. The law stipulates that workers covered by the certification of petitions numbered from 60,000 to 69.999 and the most numbered from 80,000 to 80,999 will receive the benefits and services under the law of 2002. The
petitions numbered from 70,000 to 79.999 will receive benefits and services under the 2009 law. The petitions number 81,000 and above will receive benefits and services under the 2011 law. Q. Are there any commercial activities available to assist employers? A. Yes. The U.S. Department of Commerce administered assistance for the adjustment of
trade for the company program (TAAF) in 2009 to assist employers affected by foreign competition. The North-Western Trade Regulating Center (NWTAAC) can help you determine if you can be eligible. Petition process D. How can I apply for benefits and TAA services? A. Getting TAA and ATAA / RTAA advantages is a two-step process: Step 1 - Group
Certification: A petition must first be submitted on behalf of a group of workers with the U.S. Department of Labour as workers negatively affected by foreign trade. A single form of petition covers requests for TAA certification that ATAA / RTAA. If the group of workers meets the necessary eligibility criteria of the group, a certification will be issued
by the U.S. U.S. Department of Labour. A group of workers must be certified for TAA to be certified for ATAA/RTAA. AAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAO Occupational safety departmentAAAAAAAA A PO Box 9046A A A A A A Olympia, WA 98507-9046 You can find answers to frequently asked questions about TAA
petitions on the DOL website. Step 2 - Individual admissibility: After a group certification is issued, each worker of the Group may therefore request individual services and benefits. The Security Department for Employment will get a list of workers affected by the certified company and will be able to send instruction letters to each of those workers.
These letters will inform workers of an imminent TAA orientation or ask workers to make an appointment through the local employment office. This appointment is necessary to determine the individual admissibility for the services and benefits offered under the program. Q. Who can submit a service petition for the regulation of trade for the
certification of admissibility? A. The certification of admissibility can be deposited by: a group of three or more petition workers, an official / representative of the Union (the Washington State Labour Council may provide technical assistance on request), a corporate official, such as the manager of human resources, or a -Stop operators or partners,
including state agencies of the workforce or the state displaced working unit. D. How long does the Department of Work take a decision on a certification? A. Generally, 40 days after receiving a petition, the U.S. U.S. Department of Labour will make a final determination that the eligibility requirements were met for the TAA certification. After
receiving aTAA, the Department of Labour Investigators analyses the facts that contribute to workers' dismissals or job reductions to determine whether the eligibility requirements are met. Q. How does a Signatory appeal to a negative determination of TAA eligibility? A. The workers concerned may request administrative reconsideration by the U.S.
Department of Labour. Reconsideration requests must: be in writing include the TAA survey number describing the responsibilities of the work concerned for the Group ofIncluded in the petition Cite reasons for which workers consider incorrect denial according to facts, interpretation of facts, or the law of reconsideration of requests must be sent
Signatory, Company and State Agency of its final decision on TAA certification. Once a petition is certified, to begin the single application process, the workers identified by the employer will be notified by post on a commercial law orientation that will be programmed locally. To this orientation, the staff of the employment security department's
commercial law will provide a complete overview of the program, describe the available services and answer any questions. Support for TAA D. Once certified and determined, what are the reambly services available for workers? A. The reambution services that can be available include: Trade regulation allowance (TRA). Training of professional skills.
Drum services. Job research allowance. Transfer allowances. Assistance for the regulation of alternative trade or reimmentation (ATAA / RTAA). Q. What is the job search allowance and how can I qualify? A. When it is determined that workers in the field of commercial adjustment (TAA) cannot ensure suitable employment within a local commuting
area, they may be eligible for a job search allowance. This allowance covers most of the costs incurred while seeking employment outside the normal commuting area. The labour research shares reimburse a percentage of the total travel and subsistence costs permitted or the percentage of the per-diem federal rate for the area in which the job is
sought, depending on which is less. Important information and deadlines: a job search check application must be submitted before a job search begins. Applications may be sent before certification, but will only be approved if the working group is certified. An application for a job search allowance must be submitted before the 365th day after
dismissal or certification, or 182 days after the conclusion of the training, depending on which one is later. Q. What is a relocation allowance and how can I qualify? A. If a TAA worker gets suitable employment in another area, they can be eligible for financial assistance to move to the new area. Transfer allowances may include 90% to 100%
(depending on the number of petitions) of reasonable and necessary expenses to move the worker, their family and their household goods to the new position. The amount may be reduced if the worker has the right to reimbursement from other sources. A worker can be eligible for a lump sum of three times the average weekly wage of the worker,
with a maximum of $ 1,250 or $1,500 (depending on the number of petition) to help them move. Important deadlines: requests for reduction of allowances must be submitted before repositioning begins. Applications may be submitted before certification, but will only be approved if the working party is certified. An application for relocation allowance
must be submitted before the 425th day after dismissal oror 182 days after the conclusion of the formation, depending on what is later. Assistance for training Q. What kind of training approved by Taa is available? A. The eligible types of TAA training include class, work, personalized and corrective and / or prerequisite (depending on the petition
number). Q. What are the conditions for approving the training of assistance for trading adjustment? A. The six criteria that must be satisfied are: there is no suitable use for the worker; The worker would benefit from adequate training; There is a reasonable occupancy expectation later followed formation; Training must be reasonably available for
the worker; The worker is qualified to obtain and completing training, including having adequate financial resources available to complete training when income support is exhausted; And training is suitable and available at a reasonable cost. Q. What costs can be included in the training? A. Training costs may include: Tuition, requested books, tools
and fees (computers, laptops, Internet services and most of the software are not included). Live indemnity (actual cost or 50 percent of the federal for Diem, which is less). Transport indemnity (you can be suitable for this indemnity if your home commuting to your training structure is greater than 25 miles). Q. What is classroom training? A. Class
training is normally carried out in a classy environment. Although the regulations do not give a specific definition of setting the classroom, the usual meaning is that the training takes place in a school room where students can interact with an instructor. However, remote learning is also considered a form of class training. Q. What is the training at
work? A. The workplace training involves training provided by an employer to an individual who is employed by the employer. The employer will receive a wage reimbursement not exceeding 50 percent for a given period of time. The time period is determined by the petition number and the entity of the required training. Q. What is personalized
training? A. Custom training means that training is designed to meet the specialized requirements of an employer or employers group. The training is conducted with a commitment by the employer or the group of employers to employ the individual at the end of successful training. The employer pays at least 50 percent of the cost of training. Q. What
is the remedial training? A. Media education provides training in elementary skills that each worker must have to achieve basic employability. The formation of average education must be considered pre-professional; That is leading to professional training, on-the-job, or personalized that will provide the participant specific skills of work. In the event
of practical training, continuous vocational training should be conducted at the same time as professional training. Examples of corrective education are the basic writing and the formation of mathematical skills, English as a second language (ESL), English for speakers of other languages (esol), and courses leading to a general education diploma (
GED). The weekly assistance (between) for the media education can be approved for further weeks of income support depending on the petition number. Q. What is prequisted training? A. The prerequisite classes are required as a preliminary condition for acceptance in a specific training program. The weekly support (between) for prequequised
education can be approved for further weeks of income support depending on the petition number. Q. What are the consent of law on trade? A. Trade ReadJustment Allowances (between) is income support and is defined in two categories: Basic between and further information. Each category has its own series of eligibility requirements: basic base
Training can be paid if the worker is written or participant in Taa training, completed this training or obtained a renunciation of this training requirement. Additional training can only be paid if the worker participates in the training approved by Taa. In general, certified workers can of 104, 117, 130 or 156 weeks supporting income (depending on the

reception between: for the numbered petitions 700.000-79.999 and 81.000 suitable workers must be enrolled in approved training or having a waiver of training within 26 weeks of the date of certification of petition or 26 weeks from the most recent qualified separation, depending on which it is later. to receive a waiver, specific criteria must be met.
receive further between: within 210 days of their dismissal or certification date, eligible persons covered by numbered petitions 69.999 and less than or 80.000 to 80.999 must have sent a bona fide application for training. the numbered petitions 70,000-79.999 and 81,000 and above must be waived within 26 weeks of the certification or last date of
employment, depending on the date of the date. the certifications numbered before 80.999 and below have six criteria used to determine that the training is not feasible or appropriate for the worker at that time. the numbered certifications 81.000 and above have only three criteria used in determining that the training is not feasible or appropriate
for the worker at that time. (to make an appointment with a taa consultant, contact the local work office. d. how can I qualify for trade adjustment allowances (among others) a. to qualify for the tranche is necessary: be covered by an approved

Under certain circumstances, eligible workers may be invited to participate in training and receive the transport. one of the following conditions must exist for training in order to be determined not feasible or appropriate, and
therefore, potentially given: the worker will be reasonably soon (available for the numbered petitions 80.999 and only.) the worker has commercial skills for an adequate employment and a reasonable expectation of employment in the foreseeable future (available for numbered petitions 80.999 and only under one.) the worker is in two years of
eligibility for a pension or a social security certificate (available for the number of numbered persons only). ) immediate registration is not available (available for all certified taa petitions, regardless of the number of petitions.) no training program is available (available for all certified taa petitions, regardless of the number of petitions.) note:
derogations must be reviewed every 30 days for numbered petitionsto 69,000 and between 80,000 to 80,999. Wages issued for petitions numbered from 70,000 to 79.999 and 81,000 and beyond must not be revised up to 90 days after the original release date and every 30 days later. It is the responsibility of the worker concerned and one-stop staff to
ensure that the worker meets with a one-stop representative within the time of 30 days of waiver. The further TRA is not due during a waiver period; The worker must be in training. Assistance for the adjustment of alternative trade and reimmentation D. What is the alternative assistance of adjustment of tradeAnd how can I apply? to. ATAA provides
an alternative support program for older workers longer certified to request assistance for the adjustment of the trade. The assistance is in the form of a wage subsidy for those re-employed before the last day of the 26th week to bridge a gap between their wages to separation and their new wage. ATAA is effective for petitions numbered 69,999 and
under, or 80,000 to 80,999. The request must be made at the moment in which it is presented the petition. Not all petitions will be eligible. Q. What is the application process for the alternative care of trade adjustment (ATAA)? A. To apply: ATAA application must be filed within two years from the first day of qualifications repair. The worker must
indicate that it's been made a choice between support for trade adjustment assistance and alternative trade adjustment (ATAA). Workers can not go to the TAA program once you begin receiving the supplement ATAA. The receipt of the initial payment ATAA is the individual's decision and want their rights to rehabilitation, fines and to support trade
adjustment. Q. What are the eligibility requirements ATAA? A. To be eligible for ATAA, an individual must: be determined eligible for TAA and receive case management services or TAA at least 50 years or during the period of repair work to get the re-use by the last day of the 26th week the qualifying after separation from employment worker
certified TAA / ATAA should not be expected to earn more than $ 50,000 a year in gross wages (excluding overtime pay) by re-use is re-employed full-time, as defined by the law in the state where the worker employed It does not return to work for jobs where the worker was separated Q. What is the assistance of the trade of reencyment adjustment
(RTAA) and how can I apply ? A. The RTAA is an employment program for certified more older workers to apply for assistance for the adjustment of the trade in the context of the TAA 2009 and subsequent programs. The assistance is in the form of wage subsidy for those who are re-used to fill a gap between their wages to the separation and their
new salary. The RTAA is effective for all petitions numbered 70,000 to 79,999 and 81,000 and beyond. Q. What is the process of applying for assistance for Reispontment trade adjustment (RTAA)? A. To apply, a RTAA application must be filed within two years from the previous day of the qualifying re-use or exhaustion of insurance based on
employment affected by unemployment exchanges. Q. What are the eligibility requirements RTAA? A. To be eligible for the RTAA, an individual must be determined eligible for TAA and receive the TAA case management services. Be at least 50 years or or during the re-use time. One should not expect to earn more than $ 55,000 per year in gross
earnings (excluding extraordinary earnings) from re-employment on Petitions numbered from 70,000 to 79,999, or $ 50,000 per year in gross wages for petitions numbered 81,000 and beyond. To be re-employed full-time, as defined by law in the state in which the employee is employed or to be employed part-time (at least 20 hours per week) and
attending training approved by Taa full or part-time on Petitions numbered 70,000 to 79,999 and 81,000 and beyond. Do not return to work for the company or appropriate subdivision of the employer concerned, from which the worker was separated. Additional Information Q.
