tongue (first language) in Nepal. The discovery of six additional languages since then brings the count to 129. [3] Most of them belong to the Indo-Aryan and Sino-Tibetan speaking families. The official working language at the federal level is Nepali, formerly known as Gorkhali or Gorkha Bhasa,[4] also known as Khas Bhasa or Khas Kura. The
Constitution of Nepal provides for each province to choose one or more of an official working language in addition to Nepali. [1] The Language Commission of Nepal of 6 September 2021 recommended 14 official languages for different provinces of Nepal. [2] According to the 2011 national census, the percentage of Nepalese speakers is about 44.6%.
[5] Maithili is the second most spoken language in Nepal at 11.67%. [6] Most of the languages in Nepal are endangered because of the 129 languages, only 19 of them have more than 100,000 speakers. This is 95.91% of the total population. The 2019 Annual Report of the Nepal Language Commission recorded that year’s discovery of the six
previously uncounted languages. The report was submitted to President Bidhya Bhandari and was officially approved for inclusion in the next census. The languages are Rana Tharu, Nar Phu, Chum (Syaar), Nubri (Larke), Poike and Serake (Seke). These languages are spoken in Kanchapur, Manang, Gorkha, Dolpa and Mustang districts respectively.
[7] Most languages are exclusively oral. National Languages According to the constitution of Nepal, “all languages spoken as mother tongues in Nepal are the languages of the nation.” [8] Many of the languages also have various dialects. For example, the Rai language has about 30 dialects. Sometimes the distinction between completely different
dialects or languages is unclear and may differ in opinions from person to person. [9] The languages of Nepal are mostly Indo-European or Sino-Tibetan, while only a few of them are Austro-Asian and Dravidian. Of Nepal’s 123 languages, the 48 Indo-European languages, which are of the Indo-Aryan (Indic) subfamily (excluding English), make up the
largest group in terms of numerical strength of their speakers, almost 82.1%[10] of the population. Nepali, Bhojpuri, Maithili, Awadhi, Tharu, Urdu, etc. are included in this group. The Sino-Tibetan family of languages of Nepal is part of its Tibetan-Burman group. Although spoken by relatively fewer people than the Indo-European family (17.3%[10] of
the population), it includes a larger number of languages, about 63 languages. Languages belonging to this group are Nepal Language (Taka), (Take), Limbu, etc. The small declining number of Dravidian languages is represented by Kurux, and the Munda languages of the Austro-Asian family of Santali and Mundari. The indigenous languages of Nepal
that preyed on the influx of Indic, Tibetan-Burman and other families barely survive in the Kusunda language, which is almost extinct today. [11] Nepal also has several indigenous village sign languages: Jhankot Sign Language, Jumla Sign Language, and Ghandruk Sign Language, in addition to the Nepali Sign Language designed for national use.[12]
