very	different	from	other	cameras.	The	camera	industry	has	evolved	greatly	over	the	past	decade.	For	instance,	many	of	us	are	now	used	to	using	our	smartphones	to	take	pictures.	It	is	extremely	easy	to	take	picture	with	our	phones.	With	smartphones,	you	can	simply	see	on	your	screen	how	the	picture	will	turn	out.	It	does	not	require	complicated
focusing,	lighting,	or	zooming.	However,	with	instant	cameras,	it	may	very	well	be	the	opposite.	You	have	to	consider	all	of	the	settings	on	the	camera	in	order	to	get	the	desired	picture.	This	can	be	difficult	because	you	will	not	know	how	the	picture	will	turn	out.	You	are	simply	looking	through	a	hole	and	pressing	a	button,	so	you	will	want	to	make
sure	all	of	the	settings	are	appropriate.	At	this	point,	you	may	be	worried	that	you	might	just	waste	a	film.	And	we	all	know	those	films	can	be	costly.	Thus,	it	is	important	that	you	really	understand	your	camera	and	its	functions.	For	most	instant	cameras,	they	have	similar	layout	of	its	functionalities.	How	to	Choose	Aperture	Settings	First,	you	need	to
know	the	ins	and	outs	of	your	camera.	There	are	different	apertures	for	each	of	the	cameras.	The	aperture	is	the	openings	of	the	lens,	which	will	determine	how	much	light	enters	through	the	camera	and	strike	the	imaging	sensor.	This	determines	how	much	light	going	through	the	camera	and	produce	the	photo.	Typically,	the	higher	the	aperture
value	that	corresponds	to	the	brightness	setting,	the	smaller	the	aperture	opening,	and	the	less	light	that	will	hit	the	film.	With	that	knowledge,	you	will	need	to	consider	the	proper	setting.	Especially	if	you	are	outside,	it	is	important	to	know	the	brightness	of	the	setting,	so	that	you	are	not	wasting	your	time	or	those	costly	films.	For	example,	on
bright	sunny	days,	especially	if	the	ambience	is	evenly	distributed,	you	will	need	to	use	very	sunny	setting.	How	to	Choose	Lighting	Settings	Most	cameras	will	have	a	symbol	on	one	of	the	settings	with	a	sun	on	it,	which	is	the	setting	for	sunny	days.	This	is	important	to	set	because	the	direct	sunlight	can	cause	overexposure	to	the	picture	and	will
result	in	washed-out	prints,	which	means	the	subject	has	been	exposed	to	way	too	much	light.	So,	your	picture	will	most	likely	have	a	big	white	spot	where	you	will	not	be	able	to	see	what	or	who	is	in	your	picture.	There	is	nothing	disappointing	than	that	for	an	instant	camera	user.	On	rare	occasions,	you	may	luck	out	in	angling	your	camera	right	or
just	avoiding	that	direct	sunlight	and	obtaining	a	decent	photo.	However,	if	you	remember	to	set	your	instant	camera	to	the	right	setting,	you	will	be	able	to	get	the	perfect	photo.	On	the	other	hand,	if	you	are	in	a	dark	room,	you	will	need	to	use	an	indoor	setting.	If	you	do	not	pay	attention	to	the	settings,	you	can	expect	your	image	to	be	black	as
night.	Without	enough	flash	or	lighting,	you	will	not	be	able	to	have	any	clarify	in	your	photo.	Some	cameras	will	adjust	to	recommended	settings	automatically,	but	you	still	need	to	make	sure	that	it	is	an	appropriate	setting	depending	on	the	weather	and	the	condition.	Often	times,	depending	on	the	placement	of	your	subject,	setting	your	camera	to
the	right	setting	may	not	be	enough.	Also,	although	most	instant	cameras	have	very	similar	settings,	not	all	cameras	will	have	them.	Some	may	have	fewer	settings	and	some	will	have	more	extensive	settings.	It	will	depend	on	how	much	you	are	willing	to	spend	for	your	camera.	Cameras	such	as	Fujifilm	Instax	Mini	8	cameras	are	affordable	with
simple	settings.	They	are	easy	to	use,	but	at	the	same	time,	you	might	not	have	enough	settings	for	you	to	produce	the	perfect	photo	for	a	certain	time	of	the	day,	you	will	need	to	consider	finding	another	time	or	another	day	to	get	a	better	photo.	Plus,	natural	light	can	significantly	improve	your	photo	quality	than	trying	to	use	whatever	setting	you
can	to	try	to	get	a	good	quality	photo.
